AUSTIN – Brother Brother Sister Sister, an Austin-based nonprofit organization created to help AIDS orphans in Zimbabwe, announced today that the Internal Revenue Service has approved its application for tax-exempt status. 

This means the newly created organization’s mission, organization and legal structure fulfills all the requirements of a public charity under 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

“The designation is an important milestone for a new nonprofit organization such as ours,” said Craig Wilkinson, founder and executive director of Brother Brother Sister Sister. “That’s because most donors rightly require that a nonprofit organization have this status before they contribute.” 

The IRS’s ruling allows donors and foundations to entirely deduct all contributions to Brother Brother Sister Sister.  

The designation comes more than nine months after Brother Brother Sister Sister applied for the tax-exempt status.  

“We’re excited about stepping up our ability to attract more resources and build greater awareness among the general public about the plight of so many children in Zimbabwe,” Wilkinson said. “Today, nearly 1 million children in Zimbabwe are orphans because their parents have died from AIDS.”
